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This report summarises the achievement of our students in Years |1 to 13 in their public examinations
in the summer term 2018.

| am delighted with the wonderful GCSE results achieved by our students and wish to congratulate
them for their commitment and hard work to attain their very good examination outcomes. The
examination results show a consistency in excellent outcomes for students in a period of real
uncertainty due to significant GCSE examination reform.

There were superb results in a number of subjects and a large number of outstanding individual
performances by the students. Worthy of mention were Ben Duncan who achieved five Grade 9’s and
four Grade 8’s and Olivia Morrison, who achieved six Grade 9’s and two Grade 8’s. Keira Shaw also
secured five Grade 9’s and two Grade 8'’s. Other students who deserve a special mention are Kate
Bowler and Luke Couch, both of whom secured impressive Grade 9’s in Triple Science (in each Physics,
Chemistry and Biology)

All of the students should be commended for their hard work and their achievements. The grades
gained required considerable effort on their part.

The 2018 summer exam season saw students sitting the new Grade 9-1 GCSEs in the vast majority of
subjects. Therefore, direct comparisons with previous year’s outcomes are meaningless. However, the
9-1 grades that students have achieved in Maths and English and now most other subjects will be used
by the Department of Education to calculate Attainment 8 and Progress 8 figures for all schools. These
will be available sometime in the autumn term.

| am also delighted with another successful year at A Level with students achieving a good set of results.
97% of students gained a pass in their A Level examinations and a pleasing 65% achieved a pass rate at
A* to C grade. 34% of students achieved A*-B. A special mention must go to the students in the IT
department who all achieved a Distinction *. These positive results continue to consolidate
Hedingham’s reputation as a high achieving school.

There were a number of notable individual performances, Felicity Coulson achieved | A* and 2 A
grades, Tommy Jones recorded 2 A* grades and | B. Ollie Nourse gained 2 A’s and a B. Megan Jones,
Eddie Hoogerwerf, Hannah Carter and Mia Cara-Gibbs also performed very well with | A and 2 B’s.

All of the students should be commended for their achievements and their teachers congratulated for
the support they have provided to help students to gain success in their future adult and working lives.
