| wanted to take this opportunity to inform you about plans for Year |12 students to undertake midyear
mock examination between [8-22 March 2024.

The purpose of the mid-year mocks is to prepare students for the realities of post-16 examinations
and to get them used to writing under timed conditions in an exam setting. It will also provide staff
with vital information about where students strengths and areas for developments are.

Information from the mock results will help to shape our Sixth Form revision strategies and will allow
us to put greater weight onto the end of year exams, therefore giving us a better guide for UCAS
predictions and for their suitability to continue into Year I3.

The length and structure of each exam will depend on what each subject feels are appropriate for
their students at this stage of the course. During the week the timetable will be collapsed for Year 12
with normal lessons resuming on Monday 25 March.
